Each day during Green Camp 32 children, 54 adult/youth volunteers, and STA staff came together to renew, 
reuse and recycle so that we might live responsibly and joyfully in our holy place, planet Earth. Together we 
experienced the Parable of the Sower in drama.  In art, songs, dance, personal ecological (“ReNew”) challenges, 
planting seeds, and reflection time, we celebrated our sacred world and chose to make a difference.  The daily 
blessings given to each of us during our closing time reflected the theme of the day from the Parable of the 
Sower: God’s love is a seed in us!  God’s love takes root and is growing in us!   The love of Jesus helps us face 
challenges.  We live together in God’s love. 
Through each of these understandings, we learned to take care of our Earth.  Living in community and in God’s 
love, we share our resources and our time with others.   Our compassion project translates these understandings 
into actions.   We made “Pass It On Bags” for collecting gently used toys or outgrown clothing items.   We not 
only brought donations to camp but will continue to use our bags in weeks to come. 
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With your help, we re-purposed: 32 pillowcases and wire coat hangers for the “Pass it On Bags”, fabric scraps, 
window screen, shower curtain, shirts for paint shirts, shoe boxes and made  paper seed pods from church 
bulletins and newspaper.   
We reused from last year and will save for next year: 20 notebooks for volunteers, 4 plastic bins for shepherds, 
and colored lanyards for children and volunteer name tags. 
We reused and then recycled - juice cans, gallon plastic ice-cream buckets or milk jugs, large paper rolls,  
aluminum pie pans,  5 x 7 picture frames, textured items ( i.e. sandpaper, corduroy, leaves, small twigs). 
 
Each of our groups- (butterfly, leaf, sprout and tree)-spent one evening in each of the four centers. 
And in our small group time, we planted a pizza herb each day, accepted and completed daily ReNew 
challenges and shared together our thoughts and reflections. 
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
